penal affairs nationally and conflict resolution in Northern Ireland 
and the Middle East. The Trust is based in Selly Oak and managed 
by a group of Trustees who are all direct descendents of Richard 
Cadbury.

Barrow Cadbury,  (born1862-1958)

eldest son of chocolate magnate Richard Cadbury, and nephew of George Cadbury.
 

George Cadbury b 1838 – 1923 was also involved in the Adult School Movement and taught hundreds of men to read and write between 1849 and 1911.
