Adult School Shield Description
The shield dimensions are nearly 4 feet by 2 feet. It has 33 individual shields naming winners, and year. Note 1946/47 (Raddlebarn) & 1950/51 (Icknield) only one shield each is used.
The central metal work consists of white or Britannia metal, no silver is involved.

This was, we are informed by a Hockley Jewellery Quarter firm that it would have been laboriously hammered out upside down on a bed of pitch to avoid damage and bring out the indentations. We were also told that to their knowledge only one person in Birmingham would now would have the skills to produce another one of it’s kind.

The central shield is bolted to three individual pieces of (oak?) The shield was originally displayed in a wooden glass fronted case, (96” x 81” x 10” with hanging rings, and back angled support, weight considerable, with a brass plaque with the name of a MASU member (or Icknield? A member in the 1930s was named Mr Churley) who commissioned it. No date. Detail as below;
